NAAQS Revisions Webinar

The Air & Waste Management Association – New England Section (A&WMA-NES) is pleased to provide a neutral forum for institutional, regulatory and private sector professionals to discuss recent and developing changes in global, national and regional environmental regulations and policies.
This 1-hour Webinar will describe the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA’s) ongoing process of reviewing and revising the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS), and the implications of the actual and anticipated revisions.  The Clean Air Act requires EPA to review and, if necessary, revise the NAAQS every five years.  In 2010, this process has been and is being applied to the NAAQS for nitrogen dioxide (NO2), sulfur dioxide (SO2), ozone, carbon monoxide (CO) and fine particulate matter (PM2.5).  The promulgation of new or more stringent NAAQS typically triggers a variety of additional regulatory requirements everywhere, but particularly in the anticipated new or larger NAAQS non-attainment areas.
We are pleased and honored to have two presenters from EPA’s Region 1 Air Quality Planning Unit:  Alison Simcox, Senior Environmental Scientist and Regional Contact for Particulate Matter Programs, the Clean Air Act Interstate Rule (CAIR), Alternative Fuels, and Reformulated Gasoline, and Richard Burkhart, Environmental Scientist and Regional Contact for Air Quality Forecasting, Ozone Modeling, and Ozone Transport and Attainment.  They will discuss the NAAQS technical review, promulgation schedule and anticipated regulatory requirements.  Mr. Burkhart will address NO2, SO2, ozone and CO, and Dr. Simcox will address PM2.5.
